DAY 7 - SUN OCT 27 MAY 8 COLOGNE - PADERBORN - DUDERSTADT

The Timberwolves crossed the River Rhine neardhwfis Remagen Bridge ruins, then together withABnabred, they
spearheaded First Army's southern pincer movembigtwnet Ninth Army at Paderborn thus successtigircling and
capturing Germany's most important industrial atlee Ruhr Pocket, including a third of a millioridiers (March 22-

DAY 8 - MON OCT 28 DUDERSTADT - HALLE

A day of momentous and terrible history. First wess the former Communist Iron Curtain which didideurope until
1991. Afterwards we visit the terrible Nazi Mittallb Dora complex, discovered first by the Timberveslon April 10
1945. Forced labor from its concentration camp peed V1s, V2s and jet engines in huge subterraweaks which we
see (‘Timberwolf Tracks', pages 329-333). Then oveticue to historic Halle, Handel's birthplace. D&n with our
friends Matthias and the Count von Luckner Soci€gneral Terry Allen and the anti-Nazi Count vorckner of Halle
agreed the peaceful surrender of the city on Al 945 to save the civilian population and AllRAOWSs (‘Timberwolf

DAY 9 - TUE OCT 29 HALLE

Today we sightsee in and around Halle. We tracKth#erwolves' final combat movements from Hallelteir official
meeting with our then Soviet Allies on the Riveb&(April 20-May 4 1945). on April 26 1945 a 41%idtrol made the
Timberwolves' first contact with the Russians aabwag from the East. It was "Mission Accomplishedt the
Timberwolves in Europe (‘Timberwolf Tracks' pagdd-362).
